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or built; and should any change be made in the plan of said bridge
during the progress of construction, or after completion, such change
shall be subject to the approval of the Secretary of War.

SEc. 5. That the right to alter, amend, or repeal this act is hereby
expressly reserved, and the right to require any changes in the said
structure, orits entire removal, at the expense of the owners thereof,
whenever the Secretary of War shall decide that the public interest
S0 requires, is also expressly reserved.

Sec. 6. That this act shall be null and void if actual construction
of the bridge herein authorized be not commenced within one year
and completed within three years from the date theveof.

CHAP. 527.—An act to provide for the purchase of a site and the erection of
a public building thereon at Philadelphia, in the State of Pennsylvania.

Be it enacted by the Senate and House of Representatives of the
United States of America in Congress assembled, That the Secretary
of the Treasury be, and he is hereby, authorized and directed to
acquire, by purchase, condemnation, or otherwise, a site and cause
to be erected thereon a suitable building, including fireproof vaults,
heating and ventilating apparatus, elevators, and approaches, for
the use and accommodation of the United States Mint, in the city
of Philadelphia and State of Pennsylvania, the cost of said site and
building, including said vaults, heating and ventilating apparatus,

“elevators, and approaches, complete, not to exceed the sum of two
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So much of the ap}t)lropriation as may be necessary to defray trav-
eling expenses and other expenses incident to the selection of the site,
and for necessary survey thereof, shall be immediately available.

So much of said appropriation as may be necessary for the prep-
aration of sketch-plans, drawings, specifications, and detailed esti-
mates for the building by the Supervising Architect of the Treasury
Department shall be available immediately upon the selection of the
site by the Secretary of the Treasury.

No money appropriated shall be available, except as hereinbefore
provided; until a valid title to the site for said building shall be
vested in the United States, nor until the State of PennsyMania shall
have ceded to the United States exclusive jurisdiction over the same,
during the tinmie the United States shall be or remain the owner
thereof, for all purposes except the administration of the criminal
laws of said State and the service of civil process therein.

After the said site shall have been paid for, and the sketch-plans
and detailed drawings for the building shall have been prepared by
the Supervising Architect, and_approved bi' the Secretary of the
Treasury and Director of the Mint, the balance of appropriation
shall be available for the erection and completion of the building,
including fire-proof vaults, heating and ventilating apparatus, ele-
vators, and approaches, and such balance of the appropriation as
may remain available after the building shall have been completed
shall Pe applied to and used in the purchase of apparatus for the
purposes oP the mint.

e building shall be unexposed to danger from fire by an open
space of at least forty feet on each side, including streets and alleys.

That the Secretary of the Treasury be, and he is hereby, further
directed, when the new building herein authorized to be erected shall
have been completed, to dispose of the present United States mint
building in the city of Philadelphia ang State of Pennsylvania, at
private or public sale, and to give a quit-claim deed to the purchaser
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thereof, and to deposit the proceeds of the sale to the credit of the
Treasurer of the United States in the manner prescribed by sections
thirty-six hundred and seventeen and thirty-six hundred and eight-
cen, United States Revised Statutes. '

CHAP. 528.—An act to provide for the examination and survey of a breakwater
to form a harbor of safety and refuge in Lynnhaven Bay, near Cape Henry, at the
foot of Chesapeake Bay, Virginia.

Be it enacted by the Senate and House of Representatives of the
United States of America in Congress assembled, That the Secretary
of War is hereby directed to cause examination and survey to be
made, and the estimated cost of improvement to be estimated for a
breakwater to form a harbor of safety and refuge in Lynnhaven Bay,
near Cape Henry, at the foot of Chesapeake Bay, Virginia.

Approved, March 3, 1891.

CHAP. 529.—An act for the erection of United States prisons and for the impris-
onment of United States prisoners, and for other purposes.

Be it enacted by the Senate and House of Representatives of the
United States of America in Congress assembled, That the Attorney
General and Secretary of the Interior be, and are hereby, authorized
and directed to purchase three sites, two of which shall be located
as follows: one north, the other south of the thirt{-ninth degree of
north latitude and east of the Rocky Mountains, the third site to be
located west of the Rocky Mountains, and the same to be located
geographically as to be most easy of access to the different portions
of the country, and cause to be erected thereon suitable buildings
for the confinement of all persons convicted of any crime whose
term of imprisonment is one year or more at hard labor by any
eourt of the United States in any State, Territory, or District under
the jurisdiction of the Department of Justice of the United States,
and the plans, specifications, and estimates of such sites and build-
ings shall be previously made and approved according to law, and
shall not exceed the sum of five hundred thousand dollars each.

Sgc. 2. That the sum of one hundred thousand dollars is further
appropriated, to be expended under the direction of the Attorney

eneral, in the fitting of workshops for the employment of the
prisoners: Provided, however, That the convicts be employed exclu-
sively in the manufacture of such supplies for the Government as
can be manufactured without the use of machinery, and the prison-
ers shall not be worked outside the prison enclosure.

SEc. 3. That the Attorney General and the Secretary of the Inte-
rior be, and are hereby, authorized to select the State, District, or
Territory in which to locate and erect the prisons: Provided, That

the consent of the authorities of such State, District, or Territory i

be first obtained.

Sec. 4. That the control and management of said prisons be vested
in the Attorney-General, who shall have power to appoint a superin-
tendent, assistant superintendent, warden, keeper, and all other offi-
cers necessary for the safe-keeping, care, rotection, and discipline
of such United States prisoners. He shall also have authority to
promulgate such rules for the government of the officials of said
prisons and prisoners as he may deem Yroper and necessary.

Skec. 5. That the transportation of all United States prisoners con-
victed of crimes against the laws of the United States in any State,
District or Territory, and sentenced to terms of imprisonment in a
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
