fund arising from captures and salvage, made by the private armed ves-
sels of the United States, be, and the same are hereby, continued, under
the restrictions and regulations in the said acts contained, for and during
the additional term of five years, from and after the period of the expira-

Proviso. tion of the said pensions, respectively: Provided, however, That the said
pensions shall alone be paid from the proceeds of the privateer pension
fund so called, and without recourse to the United States for any defi-
ciency (should such occur,) which may hereafter arise thereon: And

roviso provided,further, That no pension shall be paid to any such widow after
her intermarriage, nor to any orphan children of such officer, seamen,
or marines, after they shall have attained the age of sixteen years.

STATUTE I.

April 9, 1824. CHAP. XXXV.--.n .ct confirming certain acts of James Miller, as governor of
the territory of Arkansas, and for other purposes.

STATUTE I.

Be it enacted by the Senate and House of Representatives of the United
States of America, in Congress assembled, That, the official acts and
proceedings of James Miller, as governor of the territory of Arkansas,
from the third day of March, A. D. one thousand eight hundred and
twenty-two, to the third day of January, A. D. one thousand eight hun-
dred and twenty-three, be, and the same are hereby, declared to have
the same validity, force and effect, as if the said James Miller had been
duly appointed and commissioned for and during the said term, by the
President of the United States, as governor of the territory of Arkansas;
and he is hereby authorized to have and receive the same salary, pay
and emoluments, as he would by law have been entitled, during the same
period, to receive, if he had been so appointed and commissioned as afore-
said.
