9.—That the said court, after all its judgments and decisions
have been rendered, shall transmit to the Secretary of State a list of
such judgments and decisions, stating the class and amount, withinter-
est at four per centum from the time the loss accrued to the thirty-first
of March, eighteen hundred and seventy-seven, a certificd copy of which
shall be by him transmitted to the Secretary of the Treasury, who shall
thereafter, as soon as may be, and upon such notice and in such man-
ner as he shall prescribe, pay the said judgments out of any money in
the Treasury not otherwise appropriated: Provided, however, That such
payments shall be made in aecordance with the provisions of the pre-
ceding sections: And provided further, That the whole amount paid out
shall not exceed the amount remaining of the Geneva award and inter-
est, as it was when actnally eovered into the Treasury.

197.—An act "to_anthorize the Ssemt'-ty of the rot
tnuding in the city of Pensacola, Florids, in place of
y lirve, : .

Whereas all the public buildings of the United States ut Pensacola,
Florida, were recently destroyed by fire, and there exists no suitable
building in said city in which the business of the Government of the
United States can be transacted or its courts held: Therefore,

Be it enacted by the Senate and House of Representatives of the United
States of America in Congress assembled, That the Secretary of the Treas-
ury be, and he is hereby, authorized and directed to purchase, at private
sale or by condemnation, in pursuance of the statute ofvthe State of -Flor-
ida, all the land that he may deem necessary adjacent to the site lately
occupied by the United States custom-house, post-office, and United States
court-rooms in the city of Pensacola, Florida, and to cause to be erected
thereon a suitable brick or stone building, with a fire-proof vault extend-
ing to each story, for the use and accommodation of the United States
district and circuit courts, custom-house, post-office, and other govern-
ment offices in that city, at a cost not exceeding two hundred thousand
dollars, including the purchase of land; and the building hereby author-
ized shall be so erected as to afford an open space of not less than fifty
feet between it and any other building; and the sum of two hundred
thousand dollars is hereby appropriated, out of any moueys in the
