That Congress reserves the right to alter, amend, or repeal
this act at any time; and that if at any time navigation of the said
river shall in any mannper be obstructed or impaired by the bridge au-
thorized by this act to be constructed, the Secretary of War, shall have
authority, and it shall be his duty, to require the said railway company
to alter and change the said bridge, at its own expense, in such manner
as may be proper to secure free and complete navigation without im-
pediment; and if, upon such reasonable notice to said railway company
to make such change or improvements, the said company fails to do so,

CHAP. 387.—An act authorizing the President to return the Twiggs swords.

Be it enacted Ly the Senate and House of Representatives of the United
States of Americain Congress assembled, That the Secretary of the Treas-
ury is hereby authorized and directed to deliver up the so called
“Twiggsswords” whichare now in his custody, and which were captured
or seized by General B. F. Butler, in eighteen hundred and sixty-two,
to such person, or to the legal representatives of such person, as was
owner thereof at the time they were captured or seized. For the pur-
pose of determining who was sach owner the Secretary of the Treasury
shall send the petitions of all persons who may claim said swords to
the Court of Claims. Said court shall thereupon examiue such elaimant
