Be it enacted by the Senate and House of Representatives of the United
States of America in Congress assembled, That the consent of Congress
is hereby granted to the counties of Brooks and Lowndes, in the
State of Georgia, and their successors and assigns, to construct or
rebuild, maintain, and operate a bridge and approaches thereto
across the Withlacoochee River at a point suitabli)e to the interests
of navigation at or near Qusley, Georgia, in accordance with the
provisions of the Act entitled ““An Act to regulate the construction
of bridges over navigable waters,” approved March 23, 1906.

October 5, 1917, authorizing the Gulf Ports Terminal Railway Com-
pany, a corporation existing under the laws of the State of Florida,
to construct, operate, and maintain a bridge or bridges and trestles
over and across the navigable channels of the mouth of Mobile River
from Bay Port, in township four south, range two east, on the east
shore of the waters of Mobile Bay, in Baldwin County, Alabama, on
a direct line, to a point on Blakely Island, in Mobile County, on the
east shore of MobiYe River, opposite the municipal docks of the city
of Mobile, Alabama, at a point or points suitable to the interests of
navigation, be, and the same is hereby revived and reenacted:
